RULING

DISPOSITION:  SCHEDULE SUSPENDED

On November 9, 2004, Integra Telecom of Oregon, Inc. (Integra) filed a 
complaint against Verizon Northwest Inc. (Verizon) alleging acts that constitute a 
violation of ORS 759.455.  Under OAR 860-016-0050 (11), expedited procedures were 
triggered by the allegation.  Verizon filed a timely response on November 18, 2004, 
indicating that it is working with Integra to resolve the dispute.  On November 22, 2004, 
Integra filed a motion to suspend the proceeding until December 23, 2004, to allow the 
parties time to rectify the situation.  

The request to suspend the schedule is granted until December 23, 2004.    
At the end of that period, Integra should file a status report, indicating that it will either 
withdraw its complaint, or the schedule under OAR 860-016-0050(11) will resume as if 
Verizon's reply was submitted that day.
