ORECA has been actively involved in joint pole use issues impacting its members. ORECA has facilitated the
coordination of joint use activities among its members including the development of draft templates for joint
use agreements. We believe that this docket, along with a similar proceeding, UM 1087, will help shape the
rulemaking discussion that the Commission plans to initiate later in the year. Although these dockets are
considered to be non precendent-setting, it is clear that they have enormous impact on the industry.

ORECA wishes to participate in this docket so that we can be present at all levels of discussion. Our intent is
not to interfer with negotiations between the principal parties, but rather to gain an in-depth understanding of
the issues and the agreements that emerge from this docket. Our intent is to provide information and
guidance to our members on the continuing development of joint use agreements.

ORECA does not intend to raise any issues during the proceeding and we do not wish to interfere with
negotiations between the principals in this docket. To the extent that it might be considered useful to these
proceedings, we will provide background information regarding general joint use activities of our members
upon request.
