Pursuant to OAR 860-013-0031, Portland General Electric (“*PGE”) hereby moves the
Public Utility Commission of Oregon (“Commission”) for an Extension of Timeto file
comments regarding the Application for Deferred Accounting (* Application™) in this docket.

1 On October 5, 2005, the Utility Reform Project and Ken Lewis (“Applicants’)
filed the subject Application with the Commission.

2. Applicants served on PGE a Notice of Application for Deferred Account
concurrent with their Application for Deferred Account.
