NATURE AND EXTENT OF THE PETITIONER'S INTEREST IN THE PROCEEDING:

Petitioner operates approximately 36 grocery stores, convenience stor es, war ehouses, office, and
manufacturing operationsin the serviceterritory of Portland General. Thetotal load of Petitioner is
approximately 32 MW. The annual load factor by location varies but averagesin therange of 65-70%.
Petitioner has a substantial and diverseinterest in the outcome of this case that cannot be adequately
represented by any other party.




THE ISSUES THE PETITIONER INTENDS TO RAISE AT THE PROCEEDING:

Theprimary issue Fred Meyer intendsto addressin this case will be whether therate increase sought
by the Applicant isreasonable and cost justified. We also intend to address whether the proposed
allocation of therateincrease and the design of the new ratesarejust and reasonable.

ANY SPECIAL KNOWLEDGE OR EXPERTISE OF THE PETITIONER THAT WOULD ASSIST THE
COMMISSION IN RESOLVING THE ISSUES IN THE PROCEEDING:

Kroger Co., the owner of Fred Meyer Stores and Quality Food Centers, operatesin 31 statesand has
approximately 3500 locations nationwide. Petitioner’sregulatory counsel has extensive experiencein
all facets of electricity law. We expect to retain expert witnesses as necessary. Thisbroad familiarity
with ratemaking policy gives Petitioner special expertisethat will assist the Commission in deciding the
issuesin this proceeding.
