DISPOSITION: DOCKETS SUSPENDED UNTIL FINAL RULES
ADOPTED IN AR 499

Both the above-captioned dockets seek authorization to defer certain expenses
or refunds related to utility taxes and Senate Bill 408. Notice is hereby given that the Public
Utility Commission of Oregon (Commission) intends to hold both dockets in abeyance
pending the issuance of a final order approving permanent rules in docket AR 499. Once
permanent rules are adopted, the Commission will schedule appropriate proceedings to
address each request, as well as others previously suspended, pending final rules
implementing SB 408.1

Persons interested in becoming parties to either docket may file a petition to
intervene, in the interim. This will help the Commission establish a service list to facilitate
the later processing of the applications. The Commission has already received a notice of
intervention, in each case, from the Citizens’ Utility Board (CUB).
