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RULING

DISPOSITION: BEAVER CREEK COOPERATIVE TELEPHONE
COMPANY’S REPLY TO BE TREATED AS A MOTION
TO AMEND

On April 24, 2007, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a motion for an extension
of time to comply with an April 26, 2007, deadline imposed by Order No. 04-225. Given the
urgency of the request, I issued an order granting the motion prior to allowing other parties
the opportunity to file a reply.
