BCT is hopeful the parties can come io agreemènt
regarding these requests at tomorrow's conference.

This is an Amendment ("Amendment") to the lnterconnection Agreement between ewest
Coçoration _ ("Qwest"), a Colorado corporation, and Beaver Greek Cooperative
Telephone Company ("CLËC'), an Oregon cooperative. Qwest and CLEC shall be
known jointly as the "Parties".

REGITALS

WHEREAS, the Parties entered into an lnterconnection Agreement, for service in the
ltgte of Oregon, that w_as approved by the Public Utility Commission of Oregon on

AGREEMEN.T

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual terms, covenants and conditions
contained in this Amendment and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and
sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledþed, the parties agree as follows:

Amendment Termç

The Agreement is .hergby amended by changing the EAS/Local Traffic Reciprocal
Compensation Election from FCC ISP oidereO rãteé to Bilt and Keep. The hnluàge is
Et"¡V amended by ¡eplacing the existing Sections 7.9.4 (excnange'S"r¡..
(E{S/Lqcal) .Traffic) and 7.3.6 (lSP-Bound Traffic), with the terms and conditions set
forth in Attachment 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein.

Effective Date

This Amendment shall be deemed effective upon Gommission approvaÍ; however, the
Parties agree to implement the provisions of this Amendment uponexecution.

Amendments: Waiyerg

Except as modified herein, the provisions of the Agreement shalt remain in full force and
effect. The provisions of this Amendment, including tfre provisions of this sentence, may
not be arnended, modified or supplemented, and wã¡veri or consents to departures from
the provisions of this Amendment may not be gíven without the written consent thereto
by both Parties' authorized represeniative. Ño waiver by any party of any defautt,
misrepresentation, or breach of wananty or covenant hereúndei, whether intentionat ornot, will be deemed to extend to any prior or subsequent defauli, misrepresentation, orbreach -of wananty or covenant heieilnder or affeci in any way any rights arising by
virtue of any príor or subseguent such occurrence.

7.3,4 Exchange Service (EAS/Local) Traffic

7.3.4.1 EndOfficeCallTermination

7.3.4.1.1 The Parties agree that, based upon the fact that the traffic
exchanged between the Parties historically has been roughly balanced,
end office call terminatÍon compensation for Ëxchãnge Service
(EAS/Local) traffic shall be based upon the bill and keep compensation
rnechanism, whereby neither Party charges the other Party ieciprocal
bompensation for the termination of EAS/Local traffic originated by the
other Party. B¡ll and keep shall govern compensation fbr such traffic
exchanged by the Parties in this State until the eartier of: (1) the
expiration of the Agreement; (2) further action by the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC), or a court of compeient jurisdiction,
vecates, replaces, modifies, or supersedes the applicabte rules adopted
in order on Remand and Report and order, cc bbcket Nos. g6-99, g9-
68, Fcc 01-131 (rel. Apr. 27, 2eo1)i or (3) the balance of traffic
exchanged between the parties changes signifícanfly.

7-3.4.1.2 Neither Party shall be responsible to the other for catl
termination charges assocíated with third party traffic that transits such
Party's netwoik.

7.3.4.2 Tandem Switched Transport

7.3.4.2.1 For traffic delivered through a ewest or CLEC tandem
Switch, the Parties agree that, based upon the fact that the traffic
exchanged between the Parties historically has been roughly balanced,
tandem switch_ed transport functions for Exchange Service (enVlocatj
non-transit traffic shall be compensated based upon the bilt and kee¡i
compensation mechanism. Bill and keep will apply to both the tandem
switching rate and the tandem transmission raiè. Bill and keep shall
govern compensation for such traffic exchanged by the Parties in this
State until-the earlie¡ of: (1) the expiration of ine Agreement; (2) further
action by the Federal Gommunications CommissionlFcc), or à court of
competent jurisdiction, vacates, replaces, modifies, or supersedes the
?ppl¡ceble rules adopted in Order on Remand and Report and Order, CC
Docket Nos. g6-gg, 99-68, Fcc 01-131 (ret. Apr. 2i,2001); or 13j the
bafance of traffic exchanged between the Parties-changes sighincaÀ1y.

7-g.4.2'2 When Qwest receives an unqueried catl from CLEC to a
number that has been ported to another Switch within the EAS/Local
Calling Area, and Qwest performs the guery, mileage sensitive tandem
transmission rates wifl appfy which reflect thê O¡stance to the End Office
Switch to which the call has been ported.

7-3.6.1 The Parties agree that |SP-bound traffic is Interstate traffic and
governed by the FCC's Order on Remand and Report and Order (lntercanier
Compensatíon for |SP-bound Traffic) CC Docket 01-131 (FCC tsp Order),
effective June 14, 2001. However, the Parties agree to exchange lSp-bound
traffic utilizing tttg Ojlt and keep compensation mãchanism, Bi[ ánd keep wi¡
apply to both end office call termination and tandem switched transport of lSp-
bound traffic. BÍll.and keep shall govern compensation for such traffii exchanged
by the Parties in this State until thè earfier of: (1) the expiration of the Agreemént;
(2) further action by the Federal Gommunicati'oirs Commission (FCC), ór a court
of competent jurisdiction, vacates, replaces, modifies, or
