STAFF’S MOTION TO AMEND PROCEDURAL 
SCHEDULE 
 
EXPEDITED CONSIDERATION REQUESTED 
 

 Comes now staff of the Public Utility Commission of Oregon (staff) and requests the 

Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issue a Ruling modifying the schedule in the present docket in 

one respect: extending the time for staff to file its public meeting memorandum, recommendation 

and draft order, currently due this Tuesday (February 19th), to February 27, 2008.  The date for 

the only other event remaining on the schedule, the Public Meeting to consider Portland General 

Electric Company’s (PGE) Integrated Resource Plan (IRP), would remain the same. 

The reason for this request is that staff and PGE are very close to agreeing to a set of 

modifications to PGE’s IRP that will resolve all issues between staff and the company.  

However, staff and PGE require a few more days to complete this process.  Staff will notify and 

invite the LC 43 parties to all future discussions it holds with PGE.
