Pursuant to ORS § 756.525 and OAR § 860-012-0001, the Industrial Customers 

of Northwest Utilities (“ICNU”) hereby petitions the Oregon Public Utility Commission 

(“Commission”) to intervene in this proceeding with full party status as described in OAR § 860-

3. ICNU is an incorporated, non-profit association of large industrial electric 

customers in the Pacific Northwest, with offices in Portland, Oregon.  A list of ICNU members is 

included as Attachment A.  Many members of ICNU are customers of PacifiCorp, as indicated 

on Attachment A.   

4. ICNU has a substantial interest in the impacts of PacifiCorp’s application 

for an accounting order approving deferral of costs.  The proposed deferral could substantially 

and directly affect those of ICNU’s members who purchase power from PacifiCorp.  ICNU 

requests leave to intervene in this Docket to represent its members who are affected by the 

proposed rate deferral. 

5. ICNU represents the interests of many of PacifiCorp’s largest customers.  

ICNU has participated in prior SB 838 proceedings, including UM 1330, UE 200, and AR 518, 

as well as all of PacifiCorp’s general rate cases since Docket No. UE 94.  ICNU’s intervention in 

this proceeding will assist the Commission in resolving the issues in this proceeding and will not 

unreasonably broaden the issues, burden the record, or unreasonably delay this proceeding.
