On behalf of PacifiCorp, Commission Staff, CUB and ICNU (the "parties"),

PacifiCorp is filing this stipulated motion proposing various changes to the modified

schedule in this case, adopted on July 6, 2009. Under that schedule, the hearing in this

case is now scheduled on Friday, August 21, 2009, with the opening and reply briefs of

the parties due on September 8, 2009, and September 16, 2009, respectively.

The parties have reached a settlement in principle on most issues in this

proceeding. The parties have reached an agreement in principle that either resolves or

moves to a separate proceeding all but two issues. The two contested issues remaining in

this proceeding are: 1) addressing outliers and extreme events in the forced outage rate;

and 2) the modeling of the minimum capacity and heat rate curves. The pafties anticipate

filing a partial stipulation on the balance of the issues on or before August 31, 2009. Thus,

the issues that remain for briefing and Commission resolution among the parties are now

limited.

The parties have agreed to mutual waivers of all cross-examination, obviating the

need for a hearing on August 21, 2009 for this purpose. The parties have also agreed to

extend the period for discovery through August 28, 2009, and agreed to allow submission

of data requests into the record through August 31, 2009. Because of the extension of the

discovery period, the parties have also agreed to request an extension of the briefing due
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
