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DISPOSITION: MOTION TO MODIFY PROCEDURAL
SCHEDULE GRANTED

In aruling dated June 20, 2008, Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Sarah Wallace
granted, in part, amotion filed by Portland Genera Electric Company (PGE) to modify the
procedural schedule in the above-captioned docket. Based on PGE’s report that a settlement had
been reached between all active parties in the case, ALJ Wallace adopted a revised schedule that
includes, among other things, a due date for the parties to file a stipulation and objections to the
stipulation.
