Intermountain Power Producers Coalition (NIPPC); and Jason Eisdorfer, on behalf of the
Citizens’ Utility Board of Oregon (CUB).

CUB’s notice of intervention was recognized, pursuant to ORS 774.180. The
petitions to intervene of ICNU and NIPPC were granted.
