Lifeline provides for a discount against the recurring monthly rate for the provision ofloca! 
residential service for certain low-income customers. Lifeline, and Link Up are joint State and 
Federal Programs pursuant to 47 C.P.R Subpart E, 54. In order to be eligible for Lifeline, 
subscribers must meet the requirements for the Oregon TeIephone Assistance Program as defined 
in OAR 860-033-0030. 

Lifeline subscribers may subscribe to toll blocking at no extra charge. Toll blocking is a service 
provided that allows OTAP recipients to elect not to allow the completion ofoutgoing toll calls 
from tbeir telecommunications circuit (OAR 86-033-0005(9)). Lifeline subscnbers who subscnbe 
to toll blocking will not be required to pay service deposits in order to initiate service. 

Lifeline subscribers will not be disconnected for non-payment oftoll charges, regardless of 
whether toll blocking is activated on their service. Partial payments received from Lifeline 
subscribers will be first applied to local service and then to toll charges. 

Lifeline will not be furnished with Foreign Exchange service.

b.	 A deferred schedule for payment ofthe charges assessed for commencing service, for 
which the subscriber does not pay interest. The interest charges not assessed to the 
subscnoer shall be for connection charges ofup to $200.00 that are deferred for a period 
not to exceed one year. Charges assessed for commencing service include any charges 
that the company customarily assesses to connect subscnoers to the network. These 
charges do not include any permissible security deposit requirements. 

c.	 A carrier's Link Up program shall allow a consumer to receive the benefit ofthe Link Up 
program for a second or subsequent time only for a principal place ofresidence with an 
address different from the residence address at which the Link Up assistance was provided 
previously.
