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On May 29, 2008, the Public Utility Commission of Oregon (Commission)
received an application from Pine Telephone System, Inc. (Pine Telephone) requesting
allocation to Pine Telephone to provide telephone service to two areas of previously
unallocated and unserved territory. One areais known as the Whitney Service Area,
which is adjacent to the Granite Exchange served by Pine and would be added to and
become part of the Granite Exchange. For the second areg, it is proposed that it become a
new exchange known as the Thorn Exchange. Thisareaisin central Oregon and is
bounded on the east by Pine' s newly created Three Rivers Exchange, on the south by
Qwest’ s Sisters Exchange and on the west by Qwest’s Camp Sherman Exchange. There
isaportion of the Thorn Exchange that is not physically connected to the main portion of
the Thorn Exchange that is adjacent to the Qwest Sisters Exchange. A genera
description of the areas related to this proposal, is as follows:
