CROSS EXAMINATION 

STATEMENT OF THE CITIZENS’ 

UTILITY BOARD OF OREGON 

 

The Oregon Citizens’ Utility Board (CUB)  intends to Cross-examine the 

following witnesses who have offered testimony on behalf of Verizon Communication, 

Inc. (Verizon) and Frontier Communications Corporation (Frontier).  The estimated 

length of cross examination for each witness is listed following each person’s name and 

title.  CUB anticipates that some of its question areas will likely be covered by other 

questioners and that if anything the time required for CUB to complete cross-examination 

will be less than the proposed times listed in this Cross Examination Statement. The areas 

of the witnesses’ testimony about which CUB intends to cross-examine the witnesses are 

listed below the witnesses’ names.  The areas listed are based upon Verizon and 

Frontier’s description of the contents of each of their witnesses’ testimony:

company. 

6. Whether customers will be adversely affected by this transaction.
