Oregon Interfaith Power and Light opposes the motion of RNP and CUB for an order 
allowing another round of opening and closing comments on the issue of solar cost data.   
 
All parties had opportunity to submit data in their closing comments on February 12, 2010. 
As far as we can discern no new data has been discovered since that time.  Fourth quarter of 
2009 was well over; the first quarter of 2010 is still not closed at time of writing. 
 
Furthermore, our review of current installation cost data indicates that it is very close to the 
installation costs used by PUC Staff in the Volumetric Incentive Rate analysis presented in 
Staff’s closing comments.  We find that using the current data instead of the numbers used by 
Staff will have an effect smaller than the 5 cent rounding error. 
 
The FIT Pilot Program includes a mechanism for reassessing the VIR every six months.  To 
reopen the subject for comments now is without justifiable cause and would be a burden of 
time and expense to the parities involved.  We ask that the commission be allowed to 
complete their work without interruption.
