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3. Ecumenical Ministries of Oregon (EMO) is anon-profit organization whose mission isto
bring together Oregon’ s diverse faith community for dialogue, advocacy and community ministriesin
service to God' s people and creation. EMO has 16 member denominations, over 75 member
congregations, and 14 interfaith partners. The faith community shares a deep commitment to
stewardship of the earth and has in particular an awareness of the social injustice of global climate
change. Oregon Interfaith Power and Light (OIPL), a project of EMO, engages the faith community to
strive for accountability in our individual and collective energy decisions in an interdependent world
by providing education, advocacy and consultation. To date we have worked with over 550
congregations in Oregon to improve the energy efficiency of their buildings or members homes. In
late 2007, OIPL began the Solar Congregations Program and created a corporation, Solar
Congregations Inc, for the purpose of helping congregations take the full benefit of available tax
incentives.
