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3. ICNU is an incorporated, non-profit association of large industrial electric 

customers in the Pacific Northwest, with offices in Portland, Oregon.  A list of ICNU members is 

included as Attachment A.  Many of ICNU’s members are customers of Portland General 

Electric Company (“PGE”), as well as PacifiCorp.   

4. ICNU represents the interests of many of the largest customers of PGE 

and PacifiCorp.  ICNU has participated in numerous proceedings that have affected PGE’s rates 

and recovery of costs.  ICNU also routinely participates in PacifiCorp cases filed with the 

OPUC, including PacifiCorp’s pending general rate case, UE 210.   

5. ICNU represents the interests of a number of large electric customers in 

the State of Oregon.  ICNU’s intervention in this proceeding will assist the Commission in 

resolving the issues in this proceeding and will not unreasonably broaden the issues, burden the 

record, or unreasonably delay this proceeding. 

6. As described above, ICNU has a direct and substantial interest in this 

proceeding that will not be adequately represented by any other party, and may be affected by 

any Commission determination made in connection with these proceedings.  It is in the public 

interest to allow ICNU to intervene in this proceeding.
