The estate of Henry Westbrook I, was closed as of 12/31/2015 per the instructions from the attorney
handling it. As such, all properties and companies under Hank's name were to be liquidated or
transferred. The trustee of the estate did not want to continue with the operation of the water
department, so Jan Amlin bought the company. The sole purpose of the acquistion was to follow
through with the efforts to have Harbor Water Department annex the company. Pelican Bay Heights
Water System has been working with the Oregon IFA to secure financing for the installation of 2
reservoirs which will meet the requirements of Harbor Water Department for annexation. The
company is optimistic that the construction will be completed by August/September 2016 and that
the annexation will be finalized by year end 2016.
