DISPOSITION: MOTIONS FOR ADMISSION OF PRO HAC VICE 
GRANTED 

On June 12, 2013, I issued a ruling granting the admission of John W. Leslie pro hac vice 
on behalf of Constellation NewEnergy and Shell Energy North America (US), L.P., in the 
above-captioned docket. On May 14, 2014, Shell Energy and Constellation filed a motion 
for renewal of admission pro hac vice of Mr. Leslie. The affidavit of Mr. Leslie 
accompanies the motion. The motion is filed by Edward A. Finklea, an active member in 
good standing with the Oregon State Bar, with whom Mr. Leslie has been associated. 

On May 14, 2014, Shell Energy and Constellation, filed a separate motion to allow 
Stefanie Warren to appear as counsel pro hac vice in these proceedings. In the motion, 
Ms. Warren states that she will also associate with Edward A. Finklea.

The motion to renew the admission of John W. Leslie, and the motion to admit Stefanie
