Schools Program), including:

• Schools database administration 
• Eligibility evaluation 
• Distribution calculation of PPC funds 
• Maintain list of qualified energy audit and commissioning firms 
• Approval of audit scopes of work 
• Audit procedures and report format 
• Audit and measure review 
• Completed project quality control 
• Energy usage tracking 
• Program support for school districts 

 
As required by OAR 860-038-0480, these costs are consistent with ODOE’s legislatively 
approved budget limitation allotted to administer the SB1149 Schools Program, and are limited 
to the above activities related to implementing public purpose programs.
