The Applicant provides the following information pursuant to Section 63.71 of the Commission's Rules:

1. Name and Address of the Carrier: TDS Broadband Service LLC, 525 Junction Road,

Madison, Wisconsin 53717.

2. Date of Planned Service Discontinvance: Applicant plans to discontinue the affected

services on April 1, 2019. Applicant understands that this Application will be granted automatically on

the 31 day after public notice of its filing unless the Commission notifies Applicant to the contrary.

3. Points of Geographic Areas of Service Affected^ Applicant proposes to discontinue the

affected services in the Puyallup, Washington and Culver, Grant Pass, Hermiston, Lake Oswego, Portland

and The Dalles, Oregon market areas.

4. Description of Service Affected: Remote Call Forwarding service provides allows a

customer the ability to have calls forwarded on a permanent basis to a designated telephone number.

5. Brief Description of the Dates and Methods of Notice to All Affected Customers: Applicant

sent a written notification of the planned discontinuance to customers utilizing the services in accordance

with Section 63.71 (a) of the Commission's Rules. Customer notifications were sent on February 21,

2019.
