Beaver Creek Cooperative Telephone Company (BCT) has redundant facilities
between its exchanges and/or its connecting company. Redundancy is in the form of
a SONET fiber ring between BCT, CenturyLink, Inc. and Reliance Connects.
CenturyLink, Inc. provides interconnection to the Public Switched Telephone
Network.

Capability to manage traffic spikes resulting from emergency situations

Beaver Creek Cooperative Telephone Company’s current configuration of DLCs with
a 4:1 customer to GR-303 trunk ratio, coupled with customers directly fed from the
central office main distribution frame puts BCT at an estimated 3:1 customer to
switch interface ratio.

Truck capacity for EAS and toll services are estimated to be between 16 to 24
customers to one trunk. Approximately 584 calls could be transported
simultaneously.
