Pursuant to ORS 759.250, Qwest Corporation, d/b/a CenturyLink QC is filing notification of a Special Contract
for ISDN Primary Rate Service (PRS).

For all other claims arising out of the Agreement, each party's maximum liability will not exceed in the
aggregate the total MRCs and usage charges paid by Customer to CenturyLink under the Agreement in the three months immediately
preceding the event giving rise to the claim ("Damage Cap"). The Damage Cap will notapply to a party's indemnification obligations or
Customer's payment obligations under the Agreement.

6. Entire Agreement. This Agreement, including DT&C, Cther Provisions, and any Centurylink-accepted Order Forms consfitute the
entire agreement between the parties, This Agreement supersedes all prior oral or written agreements or understandings mlating to the
same service, ports, or dreuils at the same locations as cowvered under this Agreement.
