MOTION TO DISMISS WITHOUT PREJUDICE

Under authority of ORCP 54(A), Complainant moves the court to dismiss all claims
pending against Defendant in Docket UCB 69 without prejudice, as the parties have successfully
negotiated a settlement and anticipate no further litigation on this matter.
