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On July 12, 2018, Portland General Electric Company filed an unopposed motion to
suspend the net variable power cost portion of the procedural schedule. PGE represents a

settlement agreement in principle has been reached..

The prehearing conference memorandum issued on March 20, 2018, includes two
procedural schedules. The net variable power cost schedule, which is the subject of

PGE's motion, includes dates for the filing ofMONET updates. In its motion to suspend

the procedural schedule, PGE does not request MONET update dates be suspended.

PGE states all parties support the motion. For good cause shown, PGE's motion is

granted. The schedule for the net variable power cost portion of this proceeding is

suspended, excluding the MONET updates.
