(1991) (recognizing that protective orders are a reasonable means to protect "the rights of a

party to trade secrets and other confidential commercial information" and "to facilitate the

communication of information between litigants").

2. On February 23,2018,|daho Power filed its 2Q17 Annual Power Supply Expense

True-Up. Discovery is ongoing. Certain documents responsive to data requests may contain
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confidential material, including but not limited to proprietary cost data and models,

commercially sensitive load and resource projections, confidential market analyses and

business projections, and confidential information regarding contracts for the purchase or sale

of electric power, power services, or fuel.
