URP and the CAPs need more time to retain one or more experts or to

determine that obtaining such experts is not possible.
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The ability of counsel to devote the necessary time to this matter has also

been impaired by the near-constant activity in the Oregon Legislature on matters

pertaining to the ownership of, and taxes not paid by, PGE.

The remaining schedule for the proceeding would need to be adjusted.
