Northwest Natural Gas Company, dba NW Natural (“NW Natural” or 1 

“Company”), hereby files with the Public Utility Commission of Oregon 2 

(“Commission”) this application for reauthorization (“Application”) to use deferred 3 

accounting pursuant to ORS 757.259 and OAR 860-027-0300, for the 12-month 4 

period beginning January 26, 2024 through January 25, 2025 for unrecovered 5 

environmental costs associated with Gasco, Wacker (now known as Siltronic), 6 

Portland Gas (aka Front Street), Portland Harbor, Central Gas Hold, and Oregon 7 

Steel Mills.  Certain portions of this filing are deemed confidential, per OAR 860-001-8 

0070, because the items have not been disclosed to the public. 9 

In support of this Application, NW Natural submits the following: 10 

A. NW Natural.11 

NW Natural is a public utility in the State of Oregon and is subject to the 12 

jurisdiction of the Commission regarding rates, service, and accounting practices.  13 
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NW Natural provides retail natural gas service in the States of Oregon and 1 

Washington.  2 

B. Statutory Authority.3 

This application is filed pursuant to ORS 757.259, which empowers the 4 

Commission to authorize the deferral of expenses or revenues of a public utility for 5 

later inclusion in rates.  6

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D. Description of the Expenses or Revenues for which Deferred 1 

Accounting is Requested – OAR 860-027-0300(3)(a). 2 

NW Natural seeks reauthorization to record all environmental costs, which 3 

shall include, but are not necessarily limited to, all costs related to investigation, 4 

study, monitoring, oversight, legal and remediation costs, and all costs associated 5 

with pursuing insurance recoveries (hereafter “Environmental Costs”) that are 6 

associated with six projects at the following sites: Gasco, Wacker (nka Siltronic), 7 

Portland Harbor, Oregon Steel Mills, Central Gas Hold, and Portland Gas (aka Front 8 

Street).1   9 

NW Natural has also received approval from the Washington Utilities and 10 

Transportation Commission (“WUTC”) to defer the Environmental Costs.2  The 11 

Oregon Public Utility Commission, in Docket No. UM 1635, determined that 96.68% 12 

of the deferred costs amortized through the Site Remediation and Recovery 13 

Mechanism (“SRRM”) will be allocated to Oregon customers.3    14 

E. Reasons Reauthorization of Deferred Accounting is Being Requested –  15 

 OAR 860-027-0300(3)(b). 16 

This application is made pursuant to ORS 757.259(2)(e), which authorizes the 17 

deferral of “utility expenses or revenues, the recovery or refund of which the 18 

commission finds should be deferred in order to minimize the frequency of rate 19 

 
1 In past deferral applications, NW Natural also requested authorization to defer costs associated with 
EWEB, Tar Body (a subset of Portland Harbor), and French American International School.  These 
three sites are closed and no longer require further remediation action.  The costs incurred at these 
sites and others through December 31, 2013 were deemed prudent (Order No. 15-049) and have 
been moved to the SRRM Post Prudent account.

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change or…to match appropriately the costs borne by and benefits received by 1 

ratepayers.”  2 

The Commission authorized deferred accounting for these costs and 3 

proceeds in 2003 and has reauthorized the Company’s use of deferred accounting in 4 

each subsequent year.4  Additionally, in its Order No. 12-408 issued in UG 221, the 5 

Commission authorized a cost recovery mechanism through which NW Natural will 6 

recover its environmental remediation costs.  In that Order, the Commission 7 

determined that NW Natural should continue to defer these costs and determined 8 

that they would be collected through the Company’s SRRM, subject to an earnings 9 

test and prudency review.5  10 

F. Accounting – OAR 860-027-0300(3)(c). 11 

NW Natural proposes to accrue estimates of the Environmental Costs to a 12 

separate liability account for each site.  The proposed balance sheet accounts to be 13 

used are: 14

As environmental liabilities are paid, or as they are accrued and if insurance 3 

recovery is uncertain, the costs will be deferred in the following deferred regulatory 4 

asset accounts on the balance sheet: 5

NW Natural has recorded amounts estimated as insurance receivables or 12 

reimbursements in Account 151335----OR Environ Recovery & Reimbursement.  13 

Recoveries from insurance are, and will continue to be, recorded in the 151335 14 

accounts and will offset the recorded expenses for purpose of amortization as 15 

determined by the Commission. 16 

G. Estimated Amounts Subject to Deferral – OAR 860-027-0300(3)(d).17 

The Company will incur additional site study, clean-up, potential natural 18 

resource damages, Department of Environmental Quality (“DEQ”)/Environmental 19 

Protection Agency, tribe and natural resource damage trustee oversight, and legal 20 

costs as well as administrative expenses related to feasibility studies and 21 

remediation activities associated with these sites.  Environmental Costs will be 22 

charged to deferred regulatory asset accounts.  Insurance recoveries and other 23 
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proceeds will be used as offsets to deferred Environmental Costs.  These 1 

anticipated expenses and recoveries from insurance and other proceeds are the 2 

cause of this filing.  At this time, information is insufficient to more accurately 3 

estimate the total potential liability for investigation and remediation costs associated 4 

with the six sites. 5

Recorded costs are for investigation and remediation, including consultants’ 10 

fees and DEQ oversight reimbursement and legal fees.  11 

The deferred expense and accrued interest amounts listed above only include 12 

costs incurred from January 1, 2023 through December 31, 2023 not yet deemed 13 

prudent.  NW Natural has received [CONFIDENTIAL] [CONFIDENTIAL] in 14 

insurance or other proceeds from January 1, 2023 through December 31, 2023. 15 

As of December 31, 2023, the Company has spent approximately 16 

[CONFIDENTIAL]  [CONFIDENTIAL] on environmental remediation 17 
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and recovered [CONFIDENTIAL]  [CONFIDENTIAL] in insurance and 1 

other proceeds. 2 

The costs found prudent by the Commission and allowed for recovery are 3 

included in the SRRM Post Prudent account.  The balance in that account as of 4 

December 31, 2023 was [CONFIDENTIAL] . [CONFIDENTIAL]  5 

NW Natural has also included in regulatory deferrals [CONFIDENTIAL] 6 

 [CONFIDENTIAL] of total estimated future costs. 7 

I. Reason for Continuation of Deferral Account – OAR 860-027-0300(4)(b) 8 

NW Natural seeks continuation of this deferral as environmental expenses 9 

are expected to be incurred over the next 12 months. 10 

J. Requirements per Commission Order No. 09-263 11 

Below is the information required per Commission Order No. 09-263, issued 12 

in Docket UM-1286, Staff’s Investigation into Purchased Gas Adjustment 13 

Mechanisms: 14

This application is for the 12-month period beginning January 26, 202422 

and ending January 25, 2025.23 
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3. Prior year Order Number approving the deferral1 

Approval to defer Environmental Costs was last granted under2 

Commission Order No. 23-334 issued on September 11, 2023.3 

4. The amount deferred last year.4 

[CONFIDENTIAL]  [CONFIDENTIAL] was deferred in the5 

2023 calendar year.  This amount includes [CONFIDENTIAL] 6 

[CONFIDENTIAL] in interest on the deferred amounts.  These amounts7 

do not include the effect of offsetting insurance payments.8 

5. The amount amortized last year.9 

The Commission authorized NW Natural to collect $9,631,608  of costs10 

deemed prudent (excluding revenue sensitive effects) for the period11 

November 1, 2023 through October 31, 2024.  The remaining balance to12 

be amortized as of December 31, 2023 was [CONFIDENTIAL]13

6. The interest rate that will apply to the accounts.15 

The interest rate for deferral accounts is 6.836%.  As directed in the16 

Commission’s Order Nos. 12-408 and 12-437 issued in UG 221, a17 

different interest rate will apply once the amounts have been reviewed for18 

prudency, and until they are amortized.19 

K. Notice – OAR 860-027-0300(3)(e) and (6).20 

A notice of this Application has been served on all parties that participated in 21 

the Company’s last completed general rate case, UG 435, and is attached to this 22 

Application.  23 
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NW Natural respectfully requests that the Commission issue an order 1 

reauthorizing the Company to defer the expenses described in the Application to 2 

ensure that the Company will be authorized to seek to recover environmental costs 3 

associated with Gasco, Wacker (now known as Siltronic), Portland Gas (aka Front 4 

Street), Portland Harbor, Central Gas Hold, and Oregon Steel Mills beginning 5 

January 26, 2024. 6
