SECTION III – Nature of Transaction between Transferee and Transferor

Pursuant to an Agreement for the Sale and Purchase of Business Assets dated July 23, 
2003, by and between Transferor and Transferee, Transferee is acquiring substantially 
all the assets used or useful, or intended to be used, in the operation of Transferor’s 
business, including, but not limited to, all of Transferor’s authority to provide 
telecommunications service under Order No. 86-1192, Docket UM 67 and Order No. 01-
1099, Docket CP 982, and Transferor’s entire membership interest in Nehalem 
Broadband, LLC, an Oregon limited liability company, which presently holds a certificate 
of authority to provide competitive telecommunications services in Oregon under Order 
No. 03-547, Docket CP 1173.  

It is the intention of Transferor and Transferee that the effective date of the transfer of 
the Certificate of Authority shall be the closing date of the sale transaction, which is 
tentatively scheduled for January 1, 2004.  The parties agree to promptly notify the 
Commission if the effective date should change.

To facilitate this transaction, in addition to filing this application, Transferee intends to:

• Notify the Commission following transfer of the membership interest in Nehalem 
Broadband, LLC;

• File with the Commission an Application to Transfer Rights to Allocated Territory 
to obtain an order approving the transfer of the territory allocated to Transferor in 
Order No. 88-405, Docket UA 24;

• File with the Commission documentation adopting the existing tariff of Transferor.

The parties request that the Transferee be designated as an Eligible 
Telecommunications Carrier effective upon the transfer of the Certificate of Authority.

3. The purpose of this transfer is to effectuate the purchase of assets.  Applicant and 

Nehalem Telephone & Telegraph Co. entered into an Agreement for the Sale and Purchase of 

Business Assets dated as of July 23, 2003, wherein Applicant agreed to purchase substantially all 

the assets used or useful, or intended to be used, in the operation of the business of Nehalem 

Telephone & Telegraph Co. As part of the agreement, Nehalem Telephone & Telegraph has 

agreed to transfer its rights to the territory that was allocated to it in Order No. 88-405, Docket 

No. UA 24, dated April 11, 1988.  

4. Attached hereto as Exhibit A and hereby made a part hereof is a legal description 

comparable to that required in OAR 860-034-0470(4) of the boundaries of the territory sought to 

be transferred.  

5. Applicant will lawfully and in good faith provide continuous and exclusive high 

quality local exchange telecommunications service in the territory sought to be transferred.  No 

other local exchange telecommunications utility or any other person or entity offers or provides 

local exchange telecommunications service in any part of the territory sought to be transferred.  

Applicant intends to maintain the investment in plant and facilities in the territory.  Applicant 

intends to maintain all services currently offered in the territory.  The transfer therefore will not 

be contrary to the public interest.  

6. A map drawn to the appropriate scale and showing those items required under 

OAR 860-034-0490 will be provided to the Commission at a later date.
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7. A copy of each franchise and permit authorizing the transferee to serve in the 

territory sought to be transferred or evidence of the approval of the appropriate public authorities 

of the transfer to the transferee of the transferor’s franchise or permit to serve the territory sought 

to be transferred effective January 1, 2004, will be provided to the Commission at a later date.

LEGAL DESCRIPTION 

Beginning at the Southwest corner of Government Lot 2 of Section 1, Township 3 North, Range 
11 West of the Willamette Meridian;

Thence East 0.6 miles along the South line of said Government Lot 2 and the South line of 
Government Lot 5 of Section 6, Township 3 North, Range 10 West of the Willamette Meridian;

Thence North one-quarter mile along the East line of said Government Lot 5 to the Southwest 
corner of Government Lot 3 of said Section 6;

Thence East one and three-quarter miles along the South lines of Government Lots 3, 2, and 1 of 
said Section 6, and the South lines of Government Lots 4, 3, 2 and 1 of Section 5, of said 
Township, to a point on the East line of said Section 5;

Thence North one-quarter mile along the East line of said Section 5 to the North line of 
Township 3 North, Range 10 West of the Willamette Meridian;

Thence East along said Township line 350 feet to the Southwest corner of Section 33, Township 
4 North, Range 10 West of the Willamette Meridian;

Thence North one mile along the West line of said Section 33 to the Northwest corner thereof;

Thence East 4 miles along the North lines of Sections 33, 34, 35 and 36, Township 4 North, 
Range 10 West to the West line of Township 4 North, Range 9 West of the Willamette Meridian;

Thence North 5 miles along the North line of said Township to the Northwest corner of Section 
1, of said Township;

Thence South one mile, more or less, along the West line of said Section 1 to the Southwest 
corner thereof;

Thence East one mile along the South line of said Section 1 to the Southeast corner thereof;

Thence South five and one-half miles, more or less, along the West line of Township 4 North, 
Range 8 West of the Willamette Meridian to the Southwest corner of said Township;

Thence South one mile along the West line of Section 32, Township 2 North, Range 5 West of 
the Willamette Meridian, to the Southwest corner thereof;

Thence East 2 miles along the South lines of Section 32 and 33, of said Township to the 
Southeast corner of said Section 33;

Thence South one mile along the East line of Section 4, Township 1 North, Range 5 West of the 
Willamette Meridian to the Southeast corner thereof;

Thence West 9 miles along the South lines of the most Northerly tier of Sections in Township 1 
North, Ranges 5 and 6 West of the Willamette Meridian to the East line of Township 1 North, 
Range 7 West of the Willamette Meridian;



Thence North one mile along said East line to the Northeast corner of Township 1 North, Range 
7 west of the Willamette Meridian;

Thence West 7 miles along the North lines of Township 1 North, Ranges 7 and 8  West of the 
Willamette Meridian to the Northeast corner of Section 2, Township 1 North, Range 8 West of 
the Willamette Meridian;

Thence South one mile along the East line of said Section 2 to the Southeast corner thereof;

Thence West 11 miles along the South lines of the most Northerly tier of Sections in Township 1 
North, Ranges 8 and 9 West of the Willamette Meridian to the Southwest corner of Section 6, 
Township 1 North, Range 9 West of the Willamette Meridian;

Thence North four and one-quarter miles along the West line of said Section 6 and the West line 
of Township 2 North, Range 9 West of the Willamette Meridian to the Southeast corner of the 
Northeast one-quarter of the Southeast one-quarter of Section 13, Township 2 North, Range 10 
West of the Willamette Meridian;

Thence West 3 miles along the South lines of the North half of the South half of Sections 13, 14 
and 15, Township 2 North, Range 10 West of the Willamette Meridian to a point on the East line 
of Section 16 of said Township;

Thence South one-quarter mile along the East line of said Section 16 to the Southeast corner 
thereof;

Thence West one mile along the South line of said Section 16 to the Southwest corner thereof;

Thence North 1600 feet, more or less, along the West line of said Section 16 to a point which is 
200 feet Northeasterly of the center of Jetty Creek;

Thence Northwesterly one-quarter mile along a line which is 200 feet Northeasterly of the center 
of Jetty Creek to a point on the East bank of the Nehalem Bay;

Thence due West 700 feet, more or less, to the center of the Nehalem River channel;

Thence Southwesterly along the center of the Nehalem River channel 3000 feet, more or less, to 
a point midway between the Westerly ends of the Nehalem River jetties;

Thence due West two and three-quarter miles to a point which is 3 miles West of the ordinary 
high tide line of the Pacific Ocean;
