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RULING

DISPOSITION: REQUEST TO MODIFY SCHEDULE GRANTED;
REVISED SCHEDULE ADOPTED

By letter of February 13, 2006, Qwest filed a Request for an Extension
(Request) due to the absence of personnel involved in the preparation of its Post-Hearing
Reply Brief. The Request asked that Qwest be granted an extension of time in which to
file its Post-Hearing Reply Brief from February 16, 2006, to February 24, 2006.

Qwest notes that extensions have been given to other parties on prior
occasions, asserts that no party will be prejudiced by the grant of its request, and
represents that it has consulted with all parties and that no party to the proceeding has
interposed any objection to the schedule change.
