III. The Nature and Extent of Petitioner’s Interest

Cingular is interested in the issues raised in this proceeding. In March 2005, the Federal
Communications Commission (“FCC”) formally adopted new requirements for determining
eligibility of carriers for universal service fund support. See FCC Order 05-46, Report and Order
in CC Docket No. 96-45, In the Matter of Federal-State Joint Board on Universal Service,
released March 17, 2005. In response to the FCC’s encouragement that states adopt the same
requirements, staff recommended this investigation to allow the Commission to consider the
FCC requirements for the two processes a carrier must engage in: (1) the initial designation
process, in which a carrier is first granted eligible telecommunications carrier (ETC) status, and
(2) the annual recertification process, which enables designated ETCs to continue receiving
support each year. Cingular is a Commercial Mobile Radio Service (CMRS) provider and may
apply for ETC status in the future. Accordingly, Commission resolution of the issues in this case

may impact Cingular, both in terms of an initial ETC designation and annual ETC recertification.

IV.Issues Petitioner Intends to Address
Cingular will address such issues as it deems relevant in this proceeding, including but

not limited to, all issues relevant to providers of wireless telecommunications services in Oregon.
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V. Petitioner’s Knowledge and Expertise Regarding the Issues Raised
Cingular is the largest wireless carrier in the U.S. and has knowledge and expertise that
will assist the Commission and the parties in addressing the issues presented in this proceeding.
Cingular’s appearance and participation will not unreasonably broaden the issues, burden

the record, or unreasonably delay this proceeding.

Conclusion
Based on the foregoing, Cingular requests the Commission grant its Petition to Intervene.
