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RULING

DISPOSITION: PETITION TO INTERVENE GRANTED

On November 14, 2005, Malheur Home Telephone Company (Malheur)
filed a petition to intervene in this proceeding. While Malheur’s parent company, Qwest
Corporation, is a party to this proceeding, Malheur itself, a rural ILEC and Eligible
Telecommunications Carrier in eastern Oregon, has not formally intervened. 
 

Malheur has sufficient interest in the proceeding, and its appearance and
participation will not unreasonably broaden the issues, burden the record, or unreasonably
delay the proceeding.
