The proposed Schedule 132 credit results in an approximate $24 million annual or 
0.05% decrease for the approximately 900,000 (2020 forecasted) customers. A 
Schedule 7 residential customer consuming 800 kWh monthly will see a $0.03 or 0.03% 
decrease in their monthly bill.
