MOTION FOR PROTECTIVE ORDER

Pursuantto ORCP 36(CX1), OAR 860-001-0080 and OAR 860-001-0420,ldaho Power

issue a Protective Order to protect the Company's commercially sensitive and confidential

business information produced in this docket,

ln support of this Motion, the Company states:

1. The Commission's rules authorize ldaho Power to seek reasonable restrictions on

discovery of trade secrets and other confidential business information. See 860-001-0080;

ORCP 36(CX1) (providing protection against unrestricted discovery of "trade secrets or other

confidential research, development, or commercial information"). See a/so ln re lnvestigation

into the Cost of Providing Telecommunication Seruice, Docket UM351, Order No. 91-500

(1991) (recognizing that protective orders are a reasonable means to protect "the rights of a

party to trade secrets and other confidential commercial information" and "to facilitate the

communication of information between litigants").

2. On December23, 2019,ldaho Powerfiled itsApplicationforAuthorityto Decrease

Its Rates for Electric Service for Costs Associated with Tax Reform. Certain portions of the

testimony and exhibits in ldaho Power's filing contain confidential material, including but not

limited to commercially sensitive business information. Public disclosure of the confidential

information would be detrimentalto ldaho Power and its customers.
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3. lt is substantially likely that Staff and others in this proceeding will seek to discover

confidential business information. "The Commission's standard blanket protective order is

designed to facilitate discovery in cases involving discovery of large numbers of documents'"

lssuance of.a protective order will facilitate the production of relevant information and expedite

the discovery process.
