The Oregon Citizens’ Utility Board (“CUB”) files this Notice of Intent to Request Issue

Fund Grant in UM 2152, pursuant to OAR 860-012-0100(3)(a) and the Intervenor Funding

Agreement (IFA), approved by the Oregon Public Utility Commission (Commission) in Order

No. 18-017 (January 17, 2018).

UM 2152

The Public Utility Commission of Oregon has opened a docket to explore issues
related to Portland General Electric Company and a Detailed Depreciation Study.
The Commission will examine this filing in Docket No. UM 2152.

UM 2152 is an Eligible Proceeding under the IFA. The IFA defines an Eligible
Proceeding in part as “any other proceeding so designated by the Commission that
directly affects one or more of the Participating Utilities and is anticipated to have
a substantial impact on utility rates or service, a significant impact on utility
customers or the operations of the utility, is likely to result in a significant change
in regulatory policy, or raises novel questions of fact or law.” IFA, Article 1(c)(v).
UM 2152 will directly affect Portland General Electric, which is a Participating
Public Utility under Article 1(h) of the IFA.

As required by IFA Article 6.2, this Notice of Intent is being served on each
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affected Participating Public Utility, all pre-certified organizations, and all parties
identified on the service list from UM 2152.

5. CUB identifies the 2021 Portland General Electric Issue Fund Account as the
account from which CUB intends to request the Issue Fund Grant.

6. On May 14, 2021, the Commission designated this case as eligible for an Issue
Fund Grant in Order No. 21-150.

7. CUB will file a proposed budget with respect to the Issue Fund Grant, as provided
in Article 6.3 of the [FA.
