On April 25, 2023, Susan Geer, Idaho Power, PacifiCorp, Public Utility Commission of Oregon
Staff, John Williams, Stop B2H Coalition, Wendy King, Sam Myers, and Greg Larkin filed
motions to admit testimony and exhibits in this docket. On May 2, 2023, Wendy King, Idaho
Power, and PacifiCorp filed objections regarding some parties’ motions to admit testimony and
exhibits.
