Request for a General Rate Revision.

Staff of the Public Utility Commission of Oregon (Staff) submits this response to
Portland General Electric Company’s (PGE’s) Motion for a Modified Protective Order (MPO) to
protect material designated as “Highly Confidential.” Staff does not object to imposition of
heightened protections for Highly Confidential information but does have concern with one
aspect of the protection requested by PGE for “highly sensitive infrastructure information.”
Under the proposed MPO Qualifying Persons would only be able to review highly sensitive
infrastructure information “through physical inspection at a place identified by PGE,” meaning,
the Qualifying Person seeking the information would only be able to review the information by
going to PGE in person.!

Limiting access to highly sensitive infrastructure information to those who can travel to
PGE for physical inspections is overly burdensome for Staff because Staff has assigned issues
related to cyber and physical security to outside consultants that are not located in Oregon. To
address this potential burden, Staff and PGE have agreed to a proposed modification to the draft
MPO to allow PGE and the Qualified Person asking for the material to agree to an alternate
method of inspection for highly sensitive infrastructure information.” Under the proposed
modification, PGE would retain the ability to limit review to physical inspection if a mutually

agreeable alternative discovery option is not found.

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The following is the change to Paragraph 4 of proposed MPO that has been agreed to by
Staff and PGE, in red-line:

3 All Highly Confidential Information in OPUC Docket UE 416 will be provided
either through: (a) the Commission’s discovery portal; (b) a password protected and
4 encrypted electronic ZIP file distributed to Qualified Persons who have signed the
appropriate protective order; (c) or through physical inspection at a place identified
5 by PGE, or in a manner mutually agreed upon by the requestor and PGE, for
6 material PGE identifies as highly sensitive infrastructure information.
