Provide an estimate of the resulting bill impacts for the total projected increase to overall customer
rates effective January 1, 2024. This includes the changes to general rates and power cost rates that
would result from the adoption of the stipulations filed in this docket and all other rate adjustments
anticipated or proposed for effect January 1, 2024, outside of this docket (e.g., Schedule 151).
This is a repetition of bench request 3-1(b) and should be treated as an ongoing request with an
updated response to include the changes to Schedules 109 and 125 once available. This response
should be provided with the company's November 7 and November 15 MONET updates. As part
of each response to this request, please provide the monthly bill impact on the average residential
customer (also identifying average monthly use), not eligible for Schedule 18, in dollars and
percentage terms.

Response:

Confidential Attachment 5-8 A provides the projected increase to overall customer rates effective
January 1, 2024. Attachment A is still preliminary and will change. In addition to the November
15 update response, PGE will supplement this ongoing response when all filings have been
completed. PGE anticipates this to be no later than November 30, 2024.
