Rate Case Decision
• Some/all issues may be addressed in settlements between parties 

• Commission order could adopt/reject any of those settlements
• If not all issues resolved in settlements, the remaining issues will be 

resolved by the Commission order
• Results typically differ from the utility’s request, but Commissioners could 

authorize…
• The rate change requested by the utility
• A lesser increase in rates than requested
• A decrease in rates
