Report on Justice Funding Precertification.

Verde hereby submits the funding report on HB 2475 Intervenor Funding Pre-Certification
on November 13, 2023. In a filing dated May 18th, 2023, Verde submitted a request for a total
amount of $56,750 to support staff time, administrative support, and the ability to retain
technical assistance as needed, and community education.

Verde is a 501(c)(3) community-based organization that represents environmental justice
communities, in particular in the Cully neighborhood, mostly in Pacific Power territory and a
small corner in Portland General Electric territory, and more broadly across the state through
collaborative coalition work. Verde is one of the longest-running people of color-led
environmental organizations in Oregon.Verde serves communities by building environmental
wealth through social enterprise, outreach, and advocacy. We reinterpret sustainability as an
anti-poverty strategy. Since 2005, Verde has brought environmental infrastructure to low-income
neighborhoods, engaged residents to design and implement these projects, and ensured that
environmental investments contribute to community well-being.

As per article 5, Verde is an approved Environmental Justice Intervenor as of May 19, 2023. This
reporting period is from August 1, 2023 to November 10, 2023 and includes a description of
planned activity through December 31, 2023.

As stated in our application, Verde has been involved or intends to be involved in the following
dockets listed below. General goals and activities have been listed under each docket that Verde
has engaged in so far. Funds were not completely spent down, as Verde applied for funds with
the intention of having 12 months to complete the activities. Capacity has been limited due to
turnover, but has increased as Verde has hired and onboarded a new Energy Justice Coordinator
and Energy, Climate, and Transportation Manager. In order to better represent Veder’s work and
mission, Verde has renamed and shifted the Energy, Climate, and Transportation Team to Verde
Advocacy.
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Projected Dockets:

UM 2211 - Implementation of HB 2475 (ADV 1365. ADV 1390, ADV 1412):

Relevance/Eligibility: UM 2211 is a non-contested docket that addresses the implementation of
HB 2475, for which Verde was a primary advocate. This includes: PGE Advice Income Qualified
Bill Discount (ADV 1365), NWN's Advice Residential Low-Income Bill Discount Program
(ADV 1390), and PacifiCorp Low-Income Bill Discount Program (ADV 1412).

This docket impacts energy burdened environmental justice communities, including Cully, which
is a significantly energy burdened community (see above Living Cully Energy Plan) in both
Pacific Power, Portland General Electric, and Northwest Natural service territories. These
dockets involve the development and implementation of programs that affect the rights and needs
of low-income and underserved communities in the energy sector. Verde can provide its expertise
in both community perspectives and utility regulation to support advocacy to ensure that
programs are maximally effective for the people the serve and have a minimal impact on
non-participating ratepayers.

How Verde Intends to Engage: Verde plans to provide feedback on program eligibility,
enrollment, verification, level of relief, outreach, engagement, and timeline to ensure that these
programs adequately address the energy burden faced by low-income and underserved
communities.

Verde has:
e Participated in stakeholder meetings held by Portland General Electric and Pacific Power
to advise on implementation of the low-income discount program.
Met with EJ advocates around low-income discount programs
Reviews the updated dockets, provides feedback, and continues to discuss with other
advocates in this docket.
e Verde intends to continue engaging on UM 2211.

Verde plans for the rest of the funding year:
e Continue to participate in stakeholder meetings.
e Meet with EJ advocates around low-income discount programs.

UM 2225 - HB 2021 Implementation/AR 655 - Rulemaking Regarding Filing, Review, and
Update of Clean Energy Plans:

Relevance/Eligibility: UM 2225 stems from Verde’s advocacy and leadership in passing
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HB 2021, Oregon’s 1005 Clean Energy for All policy. Associated dockets, such as AR
655 and utility Clean Energy Plan proceedings will also be of interest in helping to
implement the important work of HB 2021 and UM 2225.

This docket impacts environmental justice communities as the statutory language of HB

2021 indicates that it should be implemented in ways that “maximize community benefits and
minimize environmental justice burdens.” Verde is especially interest in helping to ensure
Oregon’s 100% clean work holds up to that vision and that communities across the state can
benefit equitably from the transition to more renewable energy. In particular, Verde is interested
in the intersections of UM 2225 and associated dockets with community solar and distribution
system planning.

How Verde Intends to Engage: Verde plans to participate in this docket as a member of the
Energy Advocates coalition, and advocating for communities to be meaningfully involved in
utility Clean Energy Plans, including supporting a group of community members in engaging in
the process, along with Community Energy Advocates, along with Rogue Climate, Coalition of
Communities of Color, Oregon Just Transition Alliance, and Multnomah County.

Verde has:

e Attends and participates in the Public Utility Commission workshops relating to UM
2225 and attends meetings with Energy Advocates to understand environmental law and
discuss with partners.

Submitted comment letter.

Plans to continue to intervene by attending workshops relating to UM 2225, reading
updated docket reports, submitting comments and attending meetings with energy
advocates.

Verde plans for the rest of the funding year:
e Continue to participate in stakeholder meetings.
e Meet with EJ advocates around this issue.

UM 1158 - Energy Trust Equity Metrics:

Relevance/Eligibility: Derived from HB 3141, for which Verde was an advocate and participant
in bill negotiations, UM 1158 is an ongoing process to determine, measure, and modify equity
metrics for the public purpose charge programs administered by the Energy Trust of Oregon.

Verde utilizes Energy Trust incentives for its Verde Builds work, including heat pump installation
and also serves communities in Energy Trust service territory, many of whom have not been
traditionally served by Energy Trust programs. In HB 3141, Verde advocated for carve outs
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within renewable energy funds to support low-income communities and community energy
resilience and is interested in seeing this through. Verde has also engaged in past iterations of
Energy Trust metrics work.

How Verde Intends to Engage: Verde plans to participate in this docket by providing feedback on
the equity metrics established by the Energy Trust

Verde has:
e Followed docket updates and will continue to follow UM 1158 by discussing with other
Energy Advocates.

e Will also continue to provide feedback with Energy Trust.

Verde plans for the rest of the funding year:
e Continue to participate in stakeholder meetings.
e Meet with EJ advocates around this issue.

Pacific Power and Portland General Electric Distribution System Plans

Relevance/Eligibility: Verde participated in initial distribution system planning (DSP)
proceedings and successfully advocated with Community Energy Project for a more
“human-centered approach”. Verde also submitted multiple comments with Coalition of
Communities of Color and the Institute for Market Transformation to this end, as well as
advocating for a consideration of building improvements as ways to reduce load and the need for
distribution system upgrades.

How Verde Intends to Engage: Verde will continue to advocate for a community-oriented and
community-benefiting approach to distribution system planning and will work to ensure that
equity and community voices are embedded into utility distribution system plan revisions.

Verde has:
e Advocate for a community oriented and benefiting approach to the distribution system
planning.

Verde plans for the rest of the funding year:
e Continue to participate in stakeholder meetings.
e Meet with EJ advocates around this issue.

Pacific Power and Portland General Electric Clean Fuels Plans/Programs
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Relevance/Eligibility: Verde has engaged in various transportation electrification dockets,
including the Pacific Power and Portland General Electric Clean Fuels Plans and program
development. We hope to continue that work and to help bring our expertise in community
transportation needs and utility regulation to ensure that programs and policies both meet
community and ratepayer needs.

How Verde Intends to Engage: Verde will submit comments and participate in relevant dockets.

Verde has:
e Submitted comments on relevant dockets.
e Attended workshops and meetings relevant to this work.
e Continues to engage and regularly meet with partner organizations to discuss
transportation electrification needs relevant to the Public Utility Commission.

Verde plans for the rest of the funding year:
e Although both PAC and PGE’s plans have been adopted, Verde plans to continue
following this and related dockets that directly connect.
Continue to participate in stakeholder meetings.
Meet with EJ advocates around this issue.

Verde also intends to be involved other dockets that impact the following items:

e Verde has planned a focus group style training for the Lideres Verdes Program for
December 2023. This training will include an introduction to the PUC and review
specific dockets that impact redients in Portland.

e Verde is currently planning to translate PUC education and accessibility resources by the
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end of December 2023.

Contracting
e Verde was unable to spend the funds allocated for contracting during this funding cycle.

This portion of the fund was not completely spent down, as Verde applied for funds with
the intention of having 12 months to complete the activities. Due to capacity and
uncertainty of timelines, Verde had limited time to utilize this resource, but hopes to
apply and utilize it for the next funding cycle.

Attachments A and B outline the amount of Justice Funding funds that have been received and
spent thus far. At this time, we do not anticipate releasing any funds back into the Fund.
