On April 10, 2023, the Public Utility Commission of Oregon held a procedural
conference. Representatives appeared on behalf of Portland General Electric Company;
Oregon Citizens’ Utility Board; Alliance of Western Energy Consumers; Northwest &
Intermountain Power Producers Coalition; NewSun Energy, LLC; Renewable Energy
Coalition; Renewable Northwest, LLC; Northwest Natural Gas Company; and
Commission Staff. Staff submitted a proposed procedural schedule ahead of the
conference.
