I. MOTION 

In accordance with OAR 860-001-0420, the Northwest & Intermountain Power 

Producers Coalition (“NIPPC”) files this motion for an extension of time to file a 

response to PacifiCorp’s Motion for Modified Protective Order that was filed on May 1, 

2023.  NIPPC has concerns with PacifiCorp’s initial proposal and is in discussions with 

PacifiCorp to seek an amicable resolution.  NIPPC requests an extension of time of two 

weeks to file its response to allow these discussions to continue.  Because NIPPC’s 

response would otherwise be due today, NIPPC requests expedited consideration of this 

motion. 

NIPPC sought to confer with all parties of record to this proceeding.  PacifiCorp 

supports this motion, in light of the ongoing discussions.  The Alliance for Western 

Energy Consumers, Sierra Club, Citizens’ Utility Board, NewSun Energy LLC, Swan 
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Lake North Hydro, LLC, and FFP Project 101, LLC do not oppose the extension of time.  

As of the date of filing, NIPPC is not aware of any objection to the proposed motion.
