OHSU recently signed the US Department of Health and Human Services’ White
House/HHS Health Sector Climate Pledge committing to a 50% emissions
reduction by 2030 and net-zero emissions by 2050.

NW Natural’s OPUC Advice No. 23-04 outlining a Tariff for customers to receive a
Renewable Gas Option would provide an additional path towards achieving our
emissions goals and ensuring a healthy environment for our patients, staff and
community.

OHSU has already participates in PGE’s Green Future Impact program and
committed to 72,000 mWh of renewable energy for the next 15 years.
