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DISPOSITION:  MOTION TO ADMIT COUNSEL PRO HAC VICE GRANTED 
 
On October 26, 2023, Idaho Power Company filed a motion to allow Megan Goicoechea 
Allen to appear as counsel pro hac vice in these proceedings. The affidavit of Megan 
Goicoechea Allen accompanied the motion.
