In response to your Memorandum dated March 4, 2024, and the prior Ruling dated February 7, 
2024, Qwest hereby files its rates and corresponding tariffs for PAL and CustomNet/Fraud 
Protection in place from May 1, 1996, through 2003. 

As a preliminary matter, it should be undisputed that the FCC did not require payphone service 
rates to comply with its orders implementing 47 U.S.C. § 276, including the new services test, 
until April 15, 1997. Regardless, Qwest states that its rates for PAL and CustomNet/Fraud 
Protection in effect from May 1, 1996 through April 15, 1997, for services offered in that time 
period, were the same as those effective April 15, 1997, although the company has not been able 
to locate those tariffs. 

Through a diligent search, Qwest has been able to locate tariffs for most, but not all of the rates 
for this time period, due to the passage of time. Where tariffs are not available, Qwest references 
other sources for the rates and their effective dates. The referenced PAL services and rates shown 
below are for the predominant PAL services for those time periods, although the rates for all 
PAL services are included in the tariffs. Referenced tariff documents are attached. If Qwest is 
able to locate any additional tariff documents, it will file those promptly.

The customer shall indemnify and hold the
Company harmless from any and all losses, claims, demands, suits or other
actions, or any liability, whether suffered, made, instituted or asserted by the
customer or by any other party or person, for any loss, damage or charges caused
or claimed to have been caused by the failure of call screening to prevent collect
third party billed or other similar charges from the customer's account.

10. The Company will provide written verification of call screening upon the request
of the customer.  There is no monthly or nonrecurring charge for call screening.
