responses. The parties further request to moveinto the
record Qwest responses to Universal’s first round of
discovery (save for Items 20 and 21 which are subject to
dispute pending before Y our Honor), the prefiled direct
testimony of Stephen Roderick and Nancy Batz, and each
party’ s fact statements and supporting attachments.

RULING
The requests of the parties are GRANTED.

The waiver by the parties of their right to hearing is accepted; the hearing
scheduled to commence November 15, 2005, is CANCELLED.
