Pursuant to ORS 759.250, Qwest Corporation, d/b/a CenturyLink QC is filing notification of a Special Contract
for ISDN Primary Rate Service (PRS).

As part of the credit approval
process, CenturyLink may require Customer to provide a deposit or other security. Additionally during the Temm, if Customer's finandal
circumstance or payment history becomes reascnably unacceptable to Centurylink, CenturyLink may require adequate assurance of
future payment as a condition of continuing CenturylinkK's provision of Senices.
